  The image of the Shepherd points to God   

        (Psalm 23:1-4; Isaiah 40:11; John 10:14-15)   

 

       Shepherds live sacrificially to offer their sheep provision, care,  

           guidance, protection, restoration & discipline 

 

       Sheep are dirty, not particularly bright, fearful, easily distracted, quick  

           to wander & defenseless  (Isaiah 53:6) 

  

  Israel’s Patriarchs were all Shepherds  (Genesis 47:3)  

 

  King David was shepherd from the village of Bethlehem  (1 Samuel 16:1) 

 

  David was called from the sheep pen to shepherd Israel  (Psalm 78:70-72) 

 

  The OT predicts the Messiah was to be born in Bethlehem  (Micah 5:2) 

 

BIG IDEA:  Themes like shepherding & Bethlehem clearly point to the glory
