 Trained as a military general (fighting against the Amalekites)  
     (Exodus 17:8-16) 
 

 Accompanied Moses up Mt. Sinai  (Exodus 24:13) 
 

 Accompanied Moses at the Tabernacle (where God spoke to Moses)  
     (Exodus 33:11) 
 

 Commissioned as Moses’ successor

FEAR OF CHANGE 
 Fear is an emotion induced by a perceived threat which causes a change  
     in brain and organ function and ultimately in our behavior… it leads us to  
     do things like run away, hide or freeze up (or disobey God) in the midst
